	(a)	Resolution 2206 (2015) is implemented in Italy through the following mandatory and directly applicable European Union legislation:
	(i)	Council decision (CFSP) 2015/740 of 7 May 2015 concerning restrictive measures in view of the situation in South Sudan and repealing decision 2014/449/CFSP;
	(ii)	Council implementing decision (CFSP) 2015/1118 of 9 July 2015 implementing decision 2015/740/CFSP concerning restrictive measures in view of the situation in South Sudan;
	(iii)	Council regulation (EU) 2015/735 of 7 May 2015 concerning restrictive measures in respect of the situation in South Sudan and repealing regulation (EU) No. 748/2014;
	(iv)	Council implementing regulation (EU) 2015/1112 of 9 July 2015 implementing articles 20 (1) and 22 (1) of regulation (EU) 2015/735 concerning restrictive measures in respect of the situation in South Sudan;
	(b)	The Italian Financial Security Committee has informed the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation that, to date, no assets or financial resources belonging to persons or entities listed in accordance with the aforementioned Security Council resolution have been frozen in Italy;
	(c)	The travel restrictions provided by the above-mentioned resolution are automatically implemented by Italy through the uploading of the relevant list in the national visa information system. According to article 32 of regulation (EC) No. 810/2009 (Visa Code), a visa is refused, among other reasons, if the applicant “is considered to be a threat to public policy, internal security or public health, ... in particular where an alert has been issued in member States’ national databases”.
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
